Ensure surrounding area is clean. Use Micro Sanding 
Paper grain 1800 until 12000 to sand out deep surface 
damages.  
Apply Polishing Paste 'fine' generously onto the Felt 
Pad and polish with circular motions (do not wipe dry!). 
Take off excess material with the Special Cloth. Repeat 
polishing process until desired result is achieved.
